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Pittsburgh Attorney Named to State Property Assessment Task Force

  Pittsburgh, PA – Attorney Robert Max Junker of the Law Offices of Ira Weiss was named to the House of Representatives Property Assessment Task Force.  He was selected by House Democratic Leader Frank Dermody as a representative of the Pennsylvania School Boards Association (PSBA).

Under the direction of the House of Representatives through House Resolution No.343 of 2011, the group will study the real property valuation and assessment system, including taxpayer protections, in place in Pennsylvania and other states.


Specifically, the Task Force will:  develop a set of uniform standards for county reassessment contracting, develop standards for disclosing the county’s system of property valuation and assessment, develop a self-evaluation tool for counties to determine when a reassessment is warranted, and recommend a standard to be used for a statewide mandatory reassessment time frame.

Junker, an associate with the Law Offices of Ira Weiss since 2005, focuses his practice in the areas of municipal law, land use and zoning, and education law.   

He is co-counsel on the Clifton v. Allegheny County case, where the Supreme Court declared Allegheny County’s use of a base year property assessment system unconstitutional, and has actively participated in the regular status conferences before Judge Wettick on the progress of the 2012 reassessment.  He has also represented the Bedford Area School District in its successful challenge to the recent reassessment undertaken by Bedford County.


Junker has represented clients before the Commonwealth Court, the Superior Court, the Court of Common Pleas, the Pennsylvania Human Relations Commission, and the State Charter School Appeal Board.  He has given testimony to the House Republican Policy Committee and the House Local Government Committee on the topic of property taxes.  He’s currently serving a three-year term as a member of the Board of Trustees for the Allegheny County Association of Municipal & School Solicitors Section.  

His background includes a bachelor’s degree from the University of Virginia and a Juris Doctor, Cum Laude, from Duquesne University School of Law.  He’s also been a volunteer with Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Pittsburgh since 2003.
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
